1. Always be encouragingDiscuss math in a positive wawe are all math people!
2. Enjoy math together with family math games and puzzles.

3. Discuss math strategies together in order to encourage number semme examples include using
friendlier numbers suchs 2956 = 30+55 or decomposing into smaller chunks 29+56 = 20+50 + 9+6.

4. Remind students that mistakes are an integral pateafning. We all make mistakes sometimes and
feel uncomfortable on our path of growing and learning. Assure them that their brain grows more when

they are challenged and when they make some mistakes as they process new ideas.

5. Lastly, repeated practiosith basic math facts will facilitate your child's ability to solve more challenging

problems quicker and more accurately. Fact fluency goals to strive to are as follows:

1 K- Add/Subtract within 5
1 1- Add/Subtract within 10

1 2- Add/Subtract within 20 (Knowsingle digit sums from memory)

13- Multiply/Divide within 100 (Know single digit products from memory)
